GENERAL
The Competition will be held under the International Sporting Code of the F.I.A. and the General Competition Rules of Motorsport Ireland and the standard regulations for all Stages Rallies. (Appendices “25”, “29”, “28” and “31” of the 2012 Year Book as published by Motorsport Ireland and these regulations.   All Competitors who forward completed Indemnity Forms agree to be bound by the rules.

Entries open on publication.  Entries will be accepted between publication and 20thd March 2012.

Entries will be accepted on line or by Post If the Entry is made on line (rally.connect.ie/evo), The indemnity must be Printed, Signed and Posted together with a Cheque to Entries Secretary Anne Talbot, Talbyrn House, Caherleheen, Tralee, Co Kerry. Failure to print and post the indemnity and cheque will result in an invalid entry. If Entry is submitted by post (manually), the Entry Form together with a cheque can be posted to the above address.   Manual Entry Forms can be downloaded from www.kerrymotorclub.com.  The Entry Fee for the event is Main Field €475.00 for 8 Stages. Juniors/Historic €250.00  (payable to Tralee Auto Sports Ltd T/A Kerry Motor Club), Personal Accident Insurance and Standard IRDS Insurance are included in the entry fee, Additional IRDS premium will be collected on the day from any driver with special conditions on their IRDS letter of acceptance. Cheques may only be post dated to 20/03/2012. All withdrawal of Entries must be in writing. Entries withdrawn in writing before 25/03/2012 will have their full entry fee returned.   Entries withdrawn in writing after 25/03/2012 may have an administration fee of €20 deducted.   Incomplete entries will be returned. 2. West Coast Championship based on positions after Round One – first 3 competitors in classes 2, 3, 6, 8, 9, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, first 2 competitors in classes 1, 5, 7 and the first 4 in classes 4, 10 and 11.   First 3 overall Competitors will also receive priority.

3. Kerry Motor Club members provided the Driver is a member of KMC for the last 2 years.

4. 15 entries allocated at the organiser’s discretion.

5. The remainder will be drawn on a ballot

7. Historic Rally 20 places

RECONNAISSANCE/PACE NOTE MAKING
(A) Pace Notes will be allowed on the event.   Competitors will be allowed to make Pace Notes on Saturday March 31st between the hours of 9.30am and 4.30pm in accordance with the regulations.

Competitors making Pace Notes are obliged to register at The Carlton Hotel, Tralee between the hours of 20.00 and 22.00 on Friday March 30th, 2012 OR the hours of 9am and 11am on Saturday March 31st, 2012.

Notes may be available for sale from Third Parties.   The Club has no involvement with their preparation or sale and accepts no responsibility for their accuracy or otherwise.

You will be supplied with an identification plate, which must be CLEARLY VISIBLE in the windscreen of the vehicle being used for recce/pace note making.   Reconnaissance is limited to a maximum of three passes per stage or any part thereof.  Competitors who exceed this limit will be penalised by exclusion from the event.  A full list of “Judges of Fact” will be advised in Final Instructions and will be posted on the official notice board.  Your attention is drawn to Appendix 29, regulation 4 referring to a competitor found on a stage outside the “recce” period.  The maximum speed allowed on a stage during recce is 60kph unless a traffic sign or a written instruction indicates a lower limit issued by the organisers.  Traversing the stage in the wrong direction is expressly forbidden and will be dealt with under Regulation 4.6
